PAINTING & WOOD REPLACEMENTS 

As you know, the Board of Directors approved to 
hire Michael Fisher Contractors, Inc. to complete 
the painting and staining project this year. All 
buildings are included in this project and Michael 
Fisher Contractors base bid is $70,300.00.  This 
project is anticipated to start right after Labor 
Day.  Please note, during the prep time, rotted 
wood will be replaced prior to applying any paint 
/ stain.  
 
 

DRYER VENT CLEANING ï ADDED VALUE 

SERVICE 

The Association had decided a few years ago, 
to have dryer vents cleaned, however the cost is 
charged back to the individual co-owner since 
co-owners are responsible for them. The 
Association decided to do this program after 
during a site walk around witnessing several 
dryer vents that were completely filled with lint at 
the exit point. By co-owners not cleaning their 
dryer vents, it causes a fire hazard and puts 

others at risk in the building.  Included with 

this newsletter is a form where you need to 
place an ñXò in the appropriate box indicating 
that you will either have the work completed on 
your own or choose to participate and have the 
service administered by the Association.  If you 
have the Association complete the work, the 
cost you will be billed is $85.00 and the 
contractor will be Lint Lifter.    

 
 
 

 
LANDSCAPE APPROVED PLANTINGS 

The Association now has pre-approved plants 
that can be planted by co-owners. This list is 
one that the Association will also use when 
replacing plants each year. This list was also 
created if you do not what to wait until the 
Association replaces your plants, or if you prefer 
to install them yourself at your own expense.  
You still need to submit a modification request 
form before you installed new plantings.  The 
plant listings are below.  
 

Approved plant list for narrow bed between 

sidewalks and building: 

 Hostas, Little Susie Rudbeckia, Crimson 
Pygmy Barberry, Small Ferns. 
 

 Larger areas that have shade, Hostas, 
Crimson Pygmy Barberry, Pyramidal 
Boxwood, Boxwood, Hollies, myrtle and 
Pachysandra for ground cover. 
 

In larger areas the following are approved. 

 Yews can be used if there is partial sun. 

 Partial and full sun:  Endless Summer 

 Hydrangea, variety of Yews, Knockout 
Roses, Myrtle and Pachysandra for 
ground cover. 

 Arborvitaes are okay between buildings. 
 

The following are NOT approved for any 

foundation areas: 

 Viburnum, Red Twig Dogwood, Dwarf 
Alberta Spruce, Arborvitae, Burning 
Bushes and Climbing Hydrangea. 
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FIRE ALAM INSPECTION 

The maintenance of the fire alarm system in 
your unit is the responsibility of the Association.  
Fire alarm inspections are required to maintain 
our systems, and are scheduled to assure the 

safety of all members of the community.  Again 

Concealed Security Systems will perform the 

fire detection tests starting September 25, 

2008 and completed on September 26, 2008.  
Mr. Jim Gallas will again be assisting in the 
inspections.  We must have access to your unit 
and we will use the same procedures as last 
year in an effort to make this as convenient as 
possible for you.  Information and forms will be 
sent to you about three weeks in advance.  
 

AIR CONDITIONERS 

Make sure you level your air conditioners, 
otherwise you may have problems.  You will also 
want to hose down the inside of the unit, 
especially now that the cottonwood has finished 
blooming.  Cottonwood blocked air intakes can 
cause your air conditioner to self destruct. 
 

 

MODIFICATION REMINDER 

Every co-owner planning ANY modification to 
the exterior of their unit or the adjacent grounds 
MUST obtain Board approval BEFORE starting 
the work.  This includes replacement of a deck, 

windows, or entry doors to your unit.  The co 

owner must file a modification request form 

and detailed plans with Herriman & 

Associates, Inc. at least two weeks prior to a 

Board meeting so the request can be added to 
the agenda, and any additional required back-up 
materials can be prepared.  Please note, except 

in case of an emergency, modification 

requests are generally approved at regularly 

scheduled Board meetings.  Our next regular 

board meeting is September 23, 2008.  

Modification requests must be in 

David Chaundyôs hands no later than
